Hundreds of NHL players – including stars such as Tim Thomas, Ben Bishop, 
Thomas Vanek, and Patrick Kane – have used the NAHL as a springboard to 
future success.
Playing at the 4,000-seat Cambria County War Memorial in Johnstown, 
Pennsylvania, the Tomahawks began play in the 2012-13 season and quickly 
captivated a community hungry for high-level hockey.  
Entering their fifth anniversary season, the Tomahawks have become a premier 
destination for prospects with dreams of pursuing an NCAA scholarship. In 
total, 43 Tomahawks alumni have advanced to the collegiate level.
The Tomahawks are represented at the professional level as well. Former 
goaltender and Bowling Green freshman Ryan Bednard was drafted in the 
seventh round of the 2015 NHL Draft by the Florida Panthers. Moreover, 
former defenseman Casey Nelson became the first former Tomahawk to skate 
in the NHL when he signed a contract with the Buffalo Sabres in 2015-16.
